Other activities to complete after watching the
clip:

Questions to ask:

Pause the film after 17 seconds when the man sits down
with the book.

What do you think might happen to the book?

Why do you think the clip is called Book of Butterflies?

Pause the film at 33 seconds.

Why do you think the man is reading a book about
butterflies?

What kind of information do you think is on the pages?
What do you know about butterflies?

What colour is the background? What feeling does this give
to the film?

Pause the film at 48 seconds as the butterflies fly out.
Did this surprise you

Is the man surprised? How do you know?

What else might happen?

Pause at 52 seconds.

How many butterflies have come out of the book?

What colours are they?

What colour is the background now? What feeling does it
give to the film now?

Play to the end.
