	Communication and Language / Literacy / Understanding the World
This week we are becoming pirates. One of our challenges this week is to make your own treasure map, you will need to practice reading a map first. Can you look up your local area on a map? 	Run to a wall / line on the right side of the area.

	Admiral's Coming
	Stop and salute (like captain's coming) but must continue to stand to attention until the instruction 'Admiral's gone' 

	Man overboard
	Jump as if going over the side and then sink down holding nose with one hand and raising other hand in air as if going under water.

	Walk the Plank
	Walk in a perfect straight line one foot exactly in front of the other with arms outstretched to the sides (children could also walk along benches).

	Boom Coming Over
	Children must duck down to avoid the ships boom

	Captain's Wife
	Everyone curtseys

	Submarines
	Children lie on floor with one leg raised like a periscope

	Shark Attack
	Crouch with bent arm forming fin of shark

	Fire the Cannon
	Run and pretend to light the cannon, shout "boom!" and jump in the air.

	Hit the Deck
	Children lie down on their stomachs as quickly as possible.

	Crow's Nest
	Stand on one leg which becomes the mast, the other foot rests on that knee to become the crows nest and their torso is the pirate looking out to sea, hand above eyes!!!

	Rats on board
	Sit on the floor, hugging their knees, whilst feet are raised off floor.

	Port
	Run to left-hand side of hall

	Starboard
	Run to right-hand side of hall

	Bow
	Run to front of the room / area

	Stern
	Run to back of the room / area

	North / South / East / West
	Run in appropriate direction

	Pieces of eight 
	Flap arms and shout "pieces of eight".

	Stormy Weather
	Rock from side to side.

	Up on Deck!
	Children have to jump on to benches. The last person left with their feet on the floor is out!
