This work will need to be completed on paper, and then uploaded onto Purple Mash for marking. 
Friday- You should have lots of interesting ideas what’s inside the egg by now… could you have a go at drawing it? Remember to think about its size, colour, and patterns. You could even give it a name. If you could add some labels to describe it that would be even better! This can be done on Purple Mash.
