4. broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils

5. increased participation in competitive sport

Increased Physical Activity Across the Curriculum

Pupil feedback highlights that they have felt more active throughout the school year, particularly noting an increase in movement within non-PE lessons. This suggests that active breaks and cross-curricular movement strategies have been successful in embedding physical activity into daily routines. This approach not only supports physical health but also enhances focus and engagement in academic learning. The positive response from pupils reflects the effectiveness of the school's efforts to integrate activity seamlessly into their day.

Enhanced Access to Sporting Opportunities

A broad range of after-school clubs have been made available to all year groups, from Year 1 to Year 6, with Reception being included in the summer term. These clubs have offered a variety of activities, ensuring inclusivity and catering to diverse interests. Additionally, enrichment sessions led by external coaches introduced pupils to new sports, sparking enthusiasm and inspiring them to try activities beyond their usual experience. This provision has broadened the pupils’ horizons and encouraged a more sustained interest in sports.

Improved Staff Confidence and Capability

All staff have reported feeling more confident in teaching core PE areas, including Real PE skills, Dance, and Gymnastics, compared to previous years. This improvement is a testament to targeted professional development and support, equipping staff with the knowledge. Moreover, staff have expressed an understanding of how to address any challenges they encounter, ensuring ongoing professional growth and consistency in the teaching of physical education.

Inclusive Competitive Opportunities

The school’s commitment to inclusivity has been evident in its participation in SEND competitions through the School Sports Partnership (SSP). Additionally, the PE lead has proactively ensured that Pupil Premium (PP) children have had opportunities to represent the school in various competitions. These efforts have allowed children of all abilities and backgrounds to experience the sense of achievement and camaraderie that comes with competitive sports, fostering their confidence and reinforcing the school’s ethos of equal opportunity.

· Many of these achievements came via the SSP and PE scheme subscriptions.  Both of which have benefited children and staff confidence.
· School will continue to pay into these schemes and partnerships, but make more use of staff CPD available, and increased opportunities for children to represent their school in competition through these.
